The Project:HelptheStudent Conservation Association (SCA) maintain 1 mile of the FloridaTrail System in the St. Marks National Wildlife Refuge. To clear the trail you’ll use loppers andSuwannee Slings (a long handled machete like tool) to cut back intruding vegetation. Some volunteers will paint “blazes” on trees which are blue dollar sized symbols used to indicate the direction of the trail.

How This Helps: The Florida Trail System consists of not only the Florida National Scenic Trail, but also other side trails and loop trails throughout the state. These side trails are included in state parks, state forests, wildlife refuges and water management areas. These trails are only constructed and maintained by volunteers, and without their help Florida would have no hiking trails in the state. We need help to provide the citizens of Florida with the opportunity to get outside and enjoy Florida’s most pristine areas.

Equipment Required:All volunteers must wear closed toe shoes (We strongly recommend leather boots since parts of the trail may be wet), long pants and a long sleeve shirt. Volunteers must bring at least 2 liters of water (either water bottles or water bladders). There is no access to water along the trail, but we will have water stations to refill bottles. A backpack is also required to carry your water, lunches, and other personal items. Insect repellent and sun screen are highly recommended.

Food:  Bring a bag lunch. We will stop to eat around noon.

Restrooms: There are no public restrooms along the trail.
